The annual road report was given by Chairman Warren Stolp. Comments included: The board will have a road meeting in April. We currently acquired County Road 611 from the County and there is a large amount of Class 5 on that road that we will hope to reclaim some of it. We will need to get more Class 5 or will get Class1 as we did in 2010 for township roads. County road 58 will most likely be closed sometime this summer and Hilltop road might also eventually be closed (time is unknown).

Joyce Peraaho asked about the status on a new town hall. Brian Ekholm talked about the research he had done last year on the Long Range Planning Committee. He said the cost could vary between $400K to $1 million to build a new town hall.
