Chairman Warren Stolp called the regular meeting of the Town of Nashwauk to order on Tuesday, January 12th, 2009 at 7:00 PM in the Cloverdale Hall.  Members present: Warren Stolp, Jeff Ekholm, Larry Laakso, Terri Holmbeck and Karine Woodman.  Members absent: none.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  Total receipts:  $62,850.89.  Total disbursements:  $33,995.82.  Total ending balance for the month:  $203,552.57.  Certificate of Deposit:  $68,664.24.  Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Laakso to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting as read. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. A discussion was held with the Long Range Planning Committee regarding options for a new town hall. It was discussed to decrease the capacity of the building to 125, which would assume an approximate cost of $500,000.00 to construct. Mr. Brian Ekholm asked to consider financial options from the township to have funds available to cover any costs that grants could not cover for a new hall. He said we could sell the property on Crooked Lake, sell the Cloverdale hall, use township equipment for work and get many grants. This would probably not be enough to cover all costs and the township will need to find out how they would get additional funds needed for the hall. Would we have to raise the levy? The Long Range Planning Committee would like some direction on what actions to take to move forward and it was suggested to bring up the issue at the annual meeting. No action taken.  
2. Mr. Pat Coughlin was absent and no report was given on the Greenway Recreation Board.
3. No other old business was brought forward for discussion.

NEW BUSINESS:  (Reorganize)

1. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to appoint Warren Stolp as chairman for 2010. Motion carried unanimously

2. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to set the regular town meeting schedule for 2010; to remain the second Tuesday of each month at 7:00 PM unless there is a conflict in scheduling, which notice will be given and posted. Motion carried unanimously

3. A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to designate the posting places for town notices to be:  The Clerk’s Office, Nashwauk Village Hall, and the Cloverdale Hall.  Motion carried unanimously.

4. A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to select the American Bank of Nashwauk as the town’s depository.  Motion carried unanimously. A discussion occurred regarding the possibility of moving the CD investment to another bank. No action taken.

5. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to select the Scenic Range News as the town’s publishing newspaper.  Motion carried unanimously.

6. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve the following changes to the following salaries and wages: miscellaneous labor to increase to $7.25/hour. All other wages and salaries to remain the same, while honoring the union contract wages for those employees in the union.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to change the February township meeting to Monday, February 8th, 2010 at 7:00 pm. Motion carried unanimously.

8. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to change the March township meeting to Monday, March 8th, 2010 at 7:00 pm due to the annual meeting occurring on Tuesday, March 9th, 2010 at 7:00pm. Motion carried unanimously.

9. Clerk Karine Woodman explained to the board that the township computer was under repair due to the computer falling causing the screen to be broken. No action taken.

11. Correspondence:

b. Mr. Brian Ekholm asked whether the board had looked into insurance as union contract negotiations are coming up. Chairman Stolp said he was working on it and will have information ready for negotiations. No action taken.

With no further business to discuss a motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Laakso to adjourn at 7:55 PM.  Motion carried unanimously.
