Chairman Warren Stolp called the regular meeting of the Town of Nashwauk to order on Tuesday, November 10th, 2009 at 7:00 PM in the Cloverdale Hall.  Members present:  Warren Stolp, Larry Laakso, Jeff Ekholm, Terri Holmbeck and Karine Woodman.  Members absent:  None.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  Total receipts:  $8,900.88.  Total disbursements:  $30,142.96.  Total ending balance for the month:  $186,514.26.  Certificate of Deposit:  $68,664.24.  Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting as read.   Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Laakso to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to increase the cemetery fees beginning January 1st, 2010. All fees for residents will increase by $100 and all fees for non-residents will increase by $200. Motion carried unanimously.

2. A discussion was held regarding the open hours of the Cloverdale rink for the winter season 2009-2010. It was discussed to consider the rink open for a minimum of three days, however the days chosen are still undetermined. The supervisors will revisit the issue at the next scheduled meeting. 

3. Mr. Pat Coughlin gave an update regarding the Greenway Recreation Board. He did mention that they are currently handling an issue that would allow them to receive approximately $205K in grant money for infrastructure and improvements with strings attached regarding helping Mt. Itasca receive operating funds. They will know more about the issue in December. Mr. Coughlin also gave the supervisors a copy of the audit performed on the Greenway Recreation Board for review. He is also in the process of finding out for the next meeting what the township pays as a member of the Greenway Recreation Board.  

4. Mr. Brian Ekholm had no updates to discuss for the Long Range Planning Committee. He did say that they would like more citizens to attend their meetings for more input. He also had not had a chance to meet with an architect to get budget numbers on a new town hall. 
5. Other discussions: 

a. Mr. Paakkonen asked regarding the State Auditor’s request for information regarding Mrs. Calaguire

b. Mr. Weber asked about any known updates regarding Essar and if they had done any digging. No one knows of any information at this time.

6. No other old business was brought forward for discussion.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. A motion made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve $21,375.00 of Taconite Production Tax to be transferred from the General Fund to the Mining Effects Tax Fund. Motion carried unanimously.
2. A discussion was held on the market analysis performed by Re/Max Woods to Water on the land on Crooked Lake. The analysis was estimated at a market value range of $109,000 to $119,000. Mr. Paakkonen did suggest the township consider a higher sale price in the future due to gravel on the property. No action was taken.
3. A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to give a scholarship donation of $100.00 to a graduating student of Nashwauk-Keewatin School. The student must show proof that they are enrolled in college for 2010. Motion carried unanimously.
4. A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to allow any citizens who want to attend the Northeast MN Wind Energy Forum Meeting (Thursday, 11/12/09) on behalf of the township. Motion carried unanimously.

5. Communication and correspondence put on file:

a. Western Mesabi Mine Planning Board

b. Unveiling Ceremony for new Itasca County Communication System

6. Discussions:

a. Mr. Brian Ekholm did ask a question regarding the money being spent from the equipment fund and wanted some clarification.

With no further business to discuss a motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to adjourn at 7:50 PM.  Motion carried unanimously.
