A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Coughlin to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Carissa McIlwain was absent therefore no update was given on the Greenway Recreation Board. 
2. Brian Ekholm gave an update on the Town Hall Committee. 
a. A discussion was held regarding the epoxy floor. The floor approved in the November meeting ended up not being the floor the committee recommended. The floor was an epoxy paint, rather than an epoxy broadcast. 
*Motion by Coughlin, seconded by Ekholm to rescind the motion from the November meeting, approving a change order for epoxy floor paint in the amount of $2,810.00. Motion carried unanimously.

Hammerlund has to submit a RFP for the epoxy broadcast floor, and it should not exceed $5,200.00.
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to have Hammerlund supply an RFP, and approve the RFP not to exceed $5,200.00 for epoxy broadcast floor system. Motion carried unanimously.

b. Discussed the completion time frame of the new town hall. It is anticipated to expect a mid-January completion date, however Aaron, Hammerlund’s Foreman will put a schedule together and give to the board for an estimate of completion. 

c. Brian gave updates on other misc construction items for the hall.

d. The parking lot was discussed and it will need some rock for the low areas. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to get 30 yards of 3/4” rock from Schwartz for the parking lot. Motion carried unanimously.

*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to purchase Class 5, up to $1,400 from Schwartz for the parking lot. Motion carried unanimously.
e. The committee purchased two refrigerators for the new hall, as they were on great discount during the holiday sales. They requested a reimbursement from the township. 

f. Invoices for approved as follows:

i. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to approve Ryhti Construction for $1500.00. Ekholm abstained from the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

ii. *Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to approve Hammerlund Construction for $59,653.80. Motion carried unanimously.

iii. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to approve Roger Saccoman for $7,687.50. Motion carried unanimously. 

iv. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to approve the check already issued, for ordering purposes, for A-Z Restaurant for $5,996.00. Motion carried unanimously.

v. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to reimburse the Town Hall Committee for $1,098.00 for the two refrigerators purchased. Motion carried unanimously.

3. Discussed the internet for the new town hall. Clerk left numerous messages with Century Link and Hipsag spoke to the engineer, and he said it was on the list to be done. 

4. The new town hall rates were not officially approved at the November meeting.
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to approve the new town hall rates listed in the November minutes. Motion carried unanimously.


5.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.

2. Stolp gave an update on the Library Board. They are looking for more funding and get joint powers agreements. 
3. A discussion was held regarding the liquor license renewal application for Guyers Store.
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to approve liquor license renewal for Guyers Store, and allow Clerk to sign. Motion carried unanimously.

4. Stolp discussed the RAMS vacancies. He said there is nothing to be done as he is still serving his term for the township.
