OLD BUSINESS:
1. A discussion was held regarding the clerk’s computer. Clerk Woodman researched computers and found one at Best Buy for under $500.00, which was decided to make more sense than trying to find a new battery for the existing computer.  
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve the purchase of a new computer from Best Buy for up to $550.00 for the clerk’s computer. Motion carried unanimously.
2. A discussion was held regarding the caretaker wage. Supervisors asked the hall caretaker about amount of time spent on the new hall versus the old hall. The hall caretaker will gather more information and come back to the next meeting. 

3. The supervisors gave an update on the collaboration with the City of Nashwauk meeting that was held on February 8th, 2017. It was just a preliminary meeting and nothing was decided at that meeting.

2. A discussion was held regarding Rick Hipsag cell phone reimbursement. He doesn’t have a cell phone currently and it’s crucial the township has a way to get in touch with him throughout the day and during off hours. *Motion by Engel, seconded by Coughlin to reimburse Rick Hipsag $75.00 per month for cell phone usage. It was approved to also reimburse him in February. Motion carried unanimously. 

3. A discussion was held regarding the wood stove. There has been a lot of issues with it. Stolp met with Bougalis and others and they suggested we try a few things to improve the use of the stove. We are also waiting to hear back from Bougalis on other matters regarding the stove.
4. A discussion was held regarding the life insurance for the elected officials. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve the purchase of the Silver Package for $805.00. Motion carried unanimously. 

5. A request for donation from Nashwauk-Keewatin All Night Party was discussed. It was agreed that a scholarship was the best option in the amount of $250.00. The student would have to also show they were enrolled in school. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to donate in the form of a scholarship $250.00 to the N-K All Night Grad Party. Motion carried unanimously. 
6. A discussion was held regarding the upcoming MN Association of Township short course. Any member can attend and will be reimbursed for fee and mileage.
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to approve any member of the board to attend the MN Association of Townships short course for $50.00 plus mileage. Motion carried unanimously.
