A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Coughlin to approve the treasurer’s report as read. Total receipts: $15,294.09. Total disbursements: $91,626.74. Total ending balance for the month: $704,403.63. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting and the January 28, 2016 special meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Coughlin to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Carissa McIlwain was absent therefore no update was given on the Greenway Recreation Board. 
2. Brian Ekholm gave an update on the Town Hall Committee. 
a. Brian gave a status on the financial numbers for the community center. There are still 4 large purchases to be made: Cement, Tar, Projector, outside lighting. Brian did provide some pricing for new sidewalks and blacktop. 
b. A list of invitees for the ribbon cutting/open house was provided.

c. A discussion was held regarding new chairs for the community center. These chairs would not be rented out. A price was provided from stackchairs4less.com – 140 chairs @ $14.95 per chair. Price would also include 4 chair dollies. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to purchase 140 chairs for a total price of $2,578.71 from stackchairs4less.com. Motion carried unanimously.

d. A discussion was held regarding getting a projector for the new community center. Multiple prices were provided from the committee. The board wants more information on the Epson PowerLite Pro G6800NL XGA Projector ($3,999.00). Clerk will get answers to board additional questions for the next meeting.
e. Brian gave a construction report. The floors are going to be waxed on 2/17. Sally will work on the trophy cases, the inspector had passed everything, except the electrical. The electrical is done, just not inspected. The inspector for the handicap accessibility is also coming in. 

f. *Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to approve the following invoices for payment. These invoices are to be paid from Capital Projects fund and the remaining needed to pay will be a draw request from the bank loan. Motion approved unanimously:

g. Prices to advertise the ribbon cutting for the open house were provided. One from the Hibbing Daily Tribune for $89.00 and the other from the Scenic Range News Forum for $40.00. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to advertise the ribbon cutting in both the Hibbing Daily Tribune for $89 and the Scenic Range News for $40. Motion carried unanimously.
h. A discussion was held regarding completing the final report to be sent to IRRRB for the grant provided. The report will be completed and sent to IRRRB.
3. A discussion was held regarding the employee handbook. The handbook had been provided to all supervisors for review and is the most current version. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to approve the employee handbook. Motion carried unanimously.
4. The hall caretaker wage was discussed. She still needs to maintain the old Cloverdale hall, as well as the new community center. The board asked Mary Jo Weber what she would consider a fair wage for her work. This was tabled until the next meeting.


5.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to renew the life insurance policy (silver plan) with the MN Benefits Association for $805.00. Motion carried unanimously.

2. Information was provided to the board on discontinuing holding the Board of Appeal and Equalization meeting. For 2016, the meeting will be held as an open book meeting at Itasca County as per the board’s request. It was discussed to take no action this year to evaluate the outcome from not holding the meeting in 2016. 
3. A discussion was held regarding changing the rental policy for the new community center. A few changes to the policy were discussed and marked for change, however there needs to be further clarification on the alcohol policy. Clerk Woodman will follow up with the insurance to find out their policies on this. 
*Motion by Coughlin to change the rates for businesses renters to M-T $150.00, F-Sun $200.0 Motion failed due to lack of second.
4. The 2017 budget was discussed. Because many of the account numbers had to be changed to upgrade to CTAS v8, the budget is much simpler to read. Clerk Woodman asked the board to give a lot of feedback in the costs due to the change in account numbers. The accounts used in the past have been changed, therefore the costs are being recorded differently and we don’t want anything to be missed. Clerk Woodman will also called the MN Association of Townships to ask about the loan payment for the levy.
5. Discussed moving the phones from the Clerk’s office and the Hall to the new community center. Clerk also needs to add internet service. Clerk Woodman will call Century Link to move the service and order internet. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to move phones from Cloverdale Hall and Clerk’s office to the new community center, adding internet service. Motion carried unanimously.
6. *Motion by Ekholm seconded by Stolp to approve Marty Dusterhoft to attend the vehicle inspector training with Advance MN on 3/23/16 for $90.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
