Chairman Warren Stolp called the regular meeting of the Town of Nashwauk to order on Monday, March 13, 2017 at 7:02 PM in the Nashwauk Township Community Center. Members present: Warren Stolp, Marc Engel, Robert Coughlin, Nichole Place and Karine Woodman. Members absent: none.
A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Coughlin to approve the treasurer’s report as read. Total receipts: $25,691.62. Total disbursements: $74,928.91. Total ending balance for the month: $750,042.85. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Engel to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Coughlin and seconded by Stolp to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. The caretaker was not in attendance at the meeting. 
2. A discussion was held regarding the wood stove status and the bill received from Bougalis. Rob Coughlin gave an update. Bougalis replaced a wear and tear item that was not under warranty and that we damaged. The issue was tabled until the next meeting because Coughlin will contact Bougalis about the bill. Coughlin did comment that the stove has been working fine and he’s been stopping by regularly to monitor it. 
3. The Clerk gave an update on the purchase of the new computer. 

4. Discussed issues with Edwards Oil and the fact that our propane tanks have not been kept of keep-fill. Edwards Oil has been called out due to tanks being empty. They will work to not let this happen again. 


5.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. A discussion was held regarding the 2018 budget. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to recommend a zero (0) percent increase in the levy at the annual meeting. Motion carried unanimously.
2. A discussion was held regarding moderator pay for the annual meeting.
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve $10.00 pay for the moderator for the annual meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

3. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to transfer from General Fund to Mining Effects Fund $18,980.00. Motion carried unanimously.
4. A discussion was held regarding replacing the garage door openers for the fire hall. There were two quotes, one from Door Service and the other from Dynamic Garage Door. Both were close in price except Door Service included a touch pad for the door. The old garage door openers will move to the garage and will be installed by Door Service (option #2). Quotes did not include electrical wiring. We will need a total of 6 remotes.
*Motion by Coughlin, seconded by Engel to approve the purchase of 4 new garage door openers from Door Service (Option #1 and #2) from quote in the total amount of $6,100.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
5. A discussion was held regarding getting new tires for the dump truck. Two prices were gathered, one from Iron Range Tire and the other from Acherson Tire. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve the purchase of new tires from Acherson Tire in the amount of $1,547.52. Motion carried unanimously.
6. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to renew the Certificate of Deposit with American Bank. Motion carried unanimously.

7. Clerk was not able to gather the renewal price for the website in time for the meeting as the notice to renew was just provided. Tabled until April meeting.

8. A discussion was held regarding a letter provided by Itasca County request road improvements. Rick Hipsag had called the county earlier in the day to further discuss the 3 roads in question. Hipsag will handle the issue.

9. A discussion was held regarding changing the April meeting since Chairman Stolp will be out of town. 
*Motion by Engel, seconded by Coughlin to change the April meeting date to April 18th, 2017 at 7:00 pm at the Nashwauk Township Community Center. Motion carried unanimously.

b. Howie Paakonen asked about opening the dam on the property behind his property, belonging to Jerry Johnson. Howie said he spoke to the County and they said if the township approves it, they are fine with it. Marc Engel will discuss the issue with Joe and make sure we have all the necessary information.

c. Pat Coughlin asked the township if they would be interested in receiving free radio equipment from the DNR. 

d. Stolp discussed the Cloverdale Booster Club bank account and whether the township would be willing to take the money as a donation and use it for improvements in recreation. He will make a recommendation to the club on donating it and to be used for parks and recreation purposes.

e. Mary Jo Weber turned in a letter of resignation effective June 1, 2017. The board supervisors thought an ad should be placed in the paper for a new hall caretaker. The applications would be due Friday, April 14th. The wage would stay the same and they would prefer someone apply from Nashwauk Township. Mary Jo will write out a brief job description and the Clerk will handle getting an ad in the Scenic Range News Forum.  
With no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Coughlin to adjourn at 8:17 PM. Motion carried unanimously.
