A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Coughlin to approve the treasurer’s report as read. Total receipts: $21,231.81. Total disbursements: $41,454.76. Total ending balance for the month: $729,691.61. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting and the road meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Coughlin to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Carissa McIlwain was absent therefore no update was given on the Greenway Recreation Board. 
2. Brian Ekholm gave an update on the Town Hall Committee. 
a. Discussed the status with Hammerlund. Board wants to hold a special meeting with Roger Saccoman and Hammerlund to go over issues. Since Hammerlund is still not complete the 7th payment request was tabled until next meeting. The retainage amount is also incorrect on the pay application. 
b. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to pay Gingerich Custom Carpentry in the amount of $1,967.21. Motion carried unanimously.

c. The pay request for Roger Saccoman was tabled until the next meeting.

d. Discussed quotes for taring the parking lot. Two bids were received, once from Hawkinson and SBS Blacktop. Hawkinson was the lower bid.
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to accept proposal #3 from Hawkinson in the amount of $37,050.00 with anticipation of additional T&M. Motion carried unanimously.

e. Discussed the lighting for the community center lot. Brian thought it would cost approx. $2-3K. Suggest getting LED lights. Brian will get a quote. The township will run the wires and trench them to the future pole. 

f. Need wires for the projector. Brian provided information and clerk will order what was provided. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to order cables for the projector. Motion carried unanimously.

g. Jack Tillotson said the church really enjoys the new hall. He would like to find out if the sound and video can be brought together (on the wiring). At this time, it cannot be done. 
h. The Cloverdale Club asked if they should suggest ideas for the new community center. The board suggested they do so.
i. Brian Ekholm brought in a quote from Jerry Yoder for the cement around the hall. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to approve the proposal for $8,000.00. Motion carried unanimously.
3. Clerk Woodman gave an update on the Century Link internet install. Rick Hipsag said they marked for their wires, but at this time there is still no internet. Clerk Woodman called them numerous time again but no response.
4. A discussion was held regarding the scanner/printer for the clerk’s office in the community center. The Clerk and Treasurer preferred to get a scanner since each already have a printer. 
*Motion by Coughlin, seconded by Ekholm to approve the purchase of a Neat scanner up to $450.00 plus shipping. Motion carried unanimously.

5. Discussed the need for Class 5. This will be paid out of Mining Effects Tax fund. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to purchase up to $30K (or 2500 yards) of Class 5 from Schwartz. Motion carried unanimously.

6. Hipsag requested approval for $3000 for additional culverts. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to purchase $3000.00 in culverts from L&L Rental. Motion carried unanimously.

7.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. A discussion was held regarding the summer worker applications. All applicants are over 16 years old but one. Stolp and Ross already started last week.
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to hire S. Bonneville and K. Lorenz at $8.00 per hour. Motion carried unanimously.
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to hire M. Justison and S. Stolp at $9.50 per hour. Motion carried unanimously. Chairman Stolp abstained from the discussion. 

*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to hire Steve Ross for general maintenance and carpentry at $10.00 per hour. Motion carried unanimously.

2. There is an annual meeting on unmined iron ore by the MN Revenue on May 23, 2016 if any members wanted to attend.

3. A discussion was held on a donation request from the Nashwauk 4th of July celebrations. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to donate $300.00. Motion carried unanimously.

4. Rob Coughlin gave an update on a program available to replace our wood stove. We could get a rebate up to $4000.00 for a new stove. He can get the paperwork started to see if can be approved for the rebate. If approved, then will discuss again.

5. A discussion was held regarding printing new cemetery maps. Rob Coughlin said he would print them at work.
