Chairman Warren Stolp called the regular meeting of the Town of Nashwauk to order on Tuesday, June 13, 2017 at 7:02 PM in the Nashwauk Township Community Center. Members present: Warren Stolp, Marc Engel, Karine Woodman and Nichole Place. Members absent: Robert Coughlin.
A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Engel to approve the treasurer’s report as read. Total receipts: $9,658.59. Total disbursements: $20,441.85. Total ending balance for the month: $784,863.75. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Engel to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting with a correction to a new employee name. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Engel to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Members from the Cloverdale Garden Club gave an update on the garden project for the community center. They have purchased flowers and did turn in one bill for reimbursement. They suggested the board purchase cigarette butt disposals as well as a bench. They only expect to pay for pavers and mulch. Bob Peterson (Foreman) will get a quote on a picnic table.
2. A discussion was held regarding getting a new sign for the community center. A quote was submitted by Nick Signs for $750.00. The township will be responsible to install the sign and get necessary materials to do so. Nick Signs will design the sign. 
*Motion by Engel, seconded by Stolp to approve the purchase of a new sign for the Nashwauk Township Community Center for $750.00 from Nick Signs. Motion carried unanimously.
3. A discussion was held regarding quotes for new fencing for the ballfields. The board has not received a second quote and therefore tabled the issue until the next regular meeting.
4. A discussion was held regarding waxing the floors at the Nashwauk Township Community Center. The hall caretaker got a quote from Filthy Clean for $1100.00. The hall would need to be closed for approximately one week while floors dry.  
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve the quote from Filthy Clean for $1,100.00 to wax the floors at the Nashwauk Township Community Center. Motion carried unanimously.
5.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. A discussion was held regarding the probationary period for the new full time employees hired in April. It was decided they would have a probationary period of six (6) months. 
2. Clerk Woodman presented her resignation as Clerk. The board accepted her resignation and will need to advertise for a replacement. The deadline for new resumes will be July 7, 2017. They must be postmarked by that date to be considered. An advertisement will be published in the township newspaper (Scenic Range News Forum). 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to accept Karine Woodman’s resignation as current Clerk and approve to advertise to find candidates for a replacement. Motion carried unanimously. 
3. A discussion was held regarding ordering more Class 5 dirt for township roads. The current price is the same as last year at $11.85 per yard. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve the purchase of 2000 yards of Class 5 dirt from Wm. Schwartz. Motion carried unanimously.
4. A discussion was held regarding Rick Hipsag’s training pay. Because he was training the new employees, his wage on training time should be paid at $20.00 per hour. A check will be produced to pay the difference owed to him on time already paid at regular wage. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to pay Rick Hipsag $1.46 extra on time listed as training time for new employees since April 2017. Motion carried unanimously.
5. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve any member to attend the MN Assoc. of Townships short course, which mileage and fee reimbursement. Motion carried unanimously.
6. A discussion as held regarding Weed Inspector training. We currently don’t have an employee who has that training and it is a requirement. The board appointed Bob Peterson (Foreman) as the weed inspector for Nashwauk Township.
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to appoint Bob Peterson as Nashwauk Township’s weed inspector and approves training required. Motion carried unanimously.

*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to pay the additional amount due on the invoice for work done on the truck. Motion carried unanimously.
b) Discussed a request from Ruby’s Pantry to use the Community Center every 3rd Saturday. It is a non-profit that would serve our community well. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to approve Ruby’s Pantry to use the hall one day per month at no charge. Motion carried unanimously.

c) Discussed getting new racks for the tables at the Community Center.

d) Bob Peterson got pricing for culverts based on the list from the road meeting. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Engel to purchase up to $3,000 for culverts from L&L Rental. Motion carried unanimously. 

e) A discussion was held regarding Sarah Stolp helping the township employees mow the grass at the cemetery in time for Memorial Day. It had rained a lot and extra help was needed. Her pay needs to be approved but Stolp would have to abstain and there aren’t enough voting members at this meeting. Issue was tabled until the next meeting. 

f) Discussed some of the issues and/or repairs needed at the Community Center. Stolp will call the architect to get next steps. 

g) Brian Ekholm said the display cases were completed. It was requested a thank you be sent to both the Greenway Wood Shop and to the Nashwauk Wood Shop for the plaques made.
With no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Engel to adjourn at 8:04 PM. Motion carried unanimously.
