Chairman Warren Stolp called the regular meeting of the Town of Nashwauk to order on Tuesday, June 14, 2011 at 7:00 PM in the Cloverdale Hall. Members present: Warren Stolp, Jeffrey Ekholm, Larry Laakso, Terri Holmbeck and Karine Woodman. Members absent: none.
A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve the treasurer’s report as read. Total receipts: $4,302.17. Total disbursements: $21,417.71. Total ending balance for the month: $222,814.60. Certificate of Deposit: $69,371.03. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting with one noted correction. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Mr. Pat Coughlin was absent therefore no update from the Greenway Recreation Board was given.
2. There was no update on the purchase of sand from Schwartz. Marty Dusterhoft said he spoke with Schwartz and they might have Class 5 available soon. They will contact Marty when they have some available. No price was given. 

3. The board received one bid from Roger Warwas for the purchase of a 1975 IN 2070A Tandem dump truck. Mr. Warwas’ bid was for $800.00. The board believes this is too low, therefore they refused Mr. Warwas’ bid. They said they could receive at least $2,000 from the scrap yard. They did ask Mr. Warwas if he was interested in the tires, but he had no interest. He wants to submit another bid. The board will advertise one more time for bids on this vehicle and will revisit the issue at the next scheduled meeting.
4. A discussion was held regarding the hall’s kitchen items that may be needed. The hall caretaker had no suggestions on items to get to stock up the kitchen. It was discussed by the board to purchase some large bowls with serving spoons.
5.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. A discussion was held regarding the request from Essar to close Township Road 611 and Hilltop Road (partial). It was suggested to keep the roads open until they close County Road 58, and at this time nobody knows when it will close. The board will look into the procedures on how to vacate those roads so we are ready when County Road 58 closes. No action taken.

2. Received notice from Itasca County on Board of Appeals and Equalization meeting training in July. Both Stolp and Ekholm should be current for one more year to continue to hold the meetings. No action taken.

3. A discussion was held regarding the summer short courses. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to all any member of the board to attend the summer short course if they choose. Motion carried unanimously. 

4. A discussion was held regarding the township website renewal. In the past, we have renewed one year at a time and it was suggested to renew for 3 years. The website has been good and we know we will continue to have it. This may avoid possible price increases in the next three years. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Laakso to approve a 3-year renewal for the township website for $369.60. Motion carried unanimously.

5. Discussion was held regarding the PERA workshop offered in June. It is to give information on reporting, qualifications, etc. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to allow the Clerk and any other member of the board to attend, plus mileage. Motion carried unanimously.

6. Marty Dusterhoft discussed the cemetery and that there are a number of monuments that are in really bad shape to the fact of being a hazard in the cemetery. He said most of those monuments are from the early 1900’s, no flowers we put there last year and he feels there probably isn’t any family around to take care of this. The board gives Marty Dusterhoft permission to fix the monuments that are in question. 

7. A discussion was held regarding two donation requests that were received. The City of Nashwauk/4th of July Committee requested a donation for the 2011 4th of July celebrations and the Legion Post 307 requested a donation to aid in building the Veteran’s memorial park in Nashwauk. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to donate $200.00 to each the City of Nashwauk/4th of July Committee and the Legion Post 307 for a total of $400.00. Motion carried unanimously.

9. Roger Warwas asked if the township would be willing to sell stumpage to him for approximately $20.00 per cord. The board will think about it and revisit the issue at the next scheduled meeting.
10. Marty Dusterhoft gave an update on the seasonal workers. He wants one of the part-time workers to start running the grader. The wage would be as per the union contract for grader operator. He has hired summer general laborers. 
With no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to adjourn at 7:45 PM. Motion carried unanimously.
