Chairman Warren Stolp called the regular meeting of the Town of Nashwauk to order on Tuesday, June 9th, 2009 at 7:00 PM in the Cloverdale Hall.  Members present:  Warren Stolp, Larry Laakso, Jeff Ekholm, Terri Holmbeck and Karine Woodman.  Members absent:  None.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Laakso to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  Total receipts:  $776.93.  Total disbursements:  $29,252.31.  Total ending balance for the month:  $119,159.12.  Certificate of Deposit:  $67,818.83.  Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting as read.   Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

Supervisor Ekholm gave a report on the recent Western Mesabi Mine Planning Board meeting minutes. 
Mr. Brian Ekholm presented a list of items regarding the playground equipment that could be improved. 
Mr. Ekholm also suggested that citizens of the community volunteer their time to update the playground area and ball field. Supervisor Stolp recommended getting some prices to get an idea of costs and start focusing on applying for grants in the fall of 2009 to receive the grant money for the spring of 2010. Supervisor Stolp mentioned to meet with Marty Dusterhoft to provide some of the materials for this project. No action taken.
The Hibbing Daily Tribune article on the joint venture between the City of Nashwauk and Nashwauk Township was incorrect. The City of Nashwauk had approved it and was waiting on Nashwauk Township’s decision to join the venture. Nashwauk Township is helping the City of Nashwauk apply for the grant and does not want to have any financial liability with this project. A motion made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve the venture with the City of Nashwauk contingent on Nashwauk Township having no financial liability associated with this project.
A motion made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to approve a one year subscription for a website at a cost of $119.50. Clerk Karine Woodman did provide information in creating a website with White Ivy Design in Coleraine as per Mrs. Nelson’s request. The costs of one webpage associated with the Greenway Business Association’s website were much more than creating a website with multiple pages strictly focusing on Nashwauk Township. The new website will be available for viewing by residents on July 1st, 2009 at www.nashwauktownship.com.
Clerk Karine Woodman did meet with Marty Dusterhoft regarding performing the OSHA required meetings. The costs are $166.00 per year for 26 meetings and $199.00 per year for 52 meetings. There are over 500 meeting topics to choose from. Mr. Hardy suggested looking at the OSHA website for free meeting information. The findings will be brought up at the next scheduled meeting. 
Mr. Mark Hames from FIREWISE MN spoke at the meeting to inform citizens about the program and how they can help prevent fires and make their properties accessible with fire equipment. Residents can get together and perform some suggested ideas and FIREWISE MN will help them dispose of all vegetation.
Long Range Planning Committee brought information regarding the building of a new town hall. The committee drew up a survey that they want distributed to all residents for their feedback.  They asked for the township to cover the following costs of the survey: printing, pre-addressed labels from the county, postage and to approve a temporary drop off box located at the Cloverdale Hall (box provided by Mr. Van Reese). The board agreed to approve the committee’s requests but Chairman Stolp requested some changes to the survey before it was sent out. The committee also presented some calculations regarding road grading stating how the township costs compare to contracting out the work to a private company. Discussion was held but no action was taken.
No other old business was brought forward for discussion.

NEW BUSINESS:

A motion made by Stolp and seconded by Laakso to approve a donation of $200.00 to the Nashwauk 4th of July committee and to have the check drawn up and sent within the next week.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to approve the sale of sand to Mr. Schwartz from Schwartz Excavating for $1.25 per yard. Mr. Schwartz will remove sand from the Crooked Lake pit and he will slope it down once finished.
