A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  Total receipts:  $88,689.12.  Total disbursements:  $35,379.42.  Total ending balance for the month:  $228,865.75.  Certificate of Deposit:  $69,191.51.  Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to waive reading the minutes and to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clerk Woodman gave a summary of the short course training . No action taken.
2. Mr. Pat Coughlin gave an update about the Greenway Recreation Board. He talked about Mt. Itasca and how they are still trying to get an additional $5,000 from the Greenway Recreation Board then what they’ve already committed to giving. He said there will be more discussion on this at their budget meeting next month. 

*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Laakso to pass Resolution 01-2010 to support Pat Coughlin in his decision with the Greenway Recreation Board to give Mt. Itasca no more than $5,000 per year. 
Ayes: Stolp, Ekholm, Laakso Nayes: None. Motion carries.
3. The board wanted an update on Class 5. There is no Class 5 available from Schwartz at this time. The board suggested to Marty to get some additional quotes from other vendors. No action taken.

4. A discussion was held regarding the burial rates for the Nashwauk Cemetery. 
*Motion by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to make one rate for cemetery burials. There will no longer be a resident/non-resident rate. Motion carried unanimously.

5. No other old business was brought forward for discussion.

NEW BUSINESS: 
1. A discussion was held regarding getting a new sign for the Nashwauk Cemetery with the donation money from Mary Malnar. The board would like a maintenance free sign with a map of the cemetery on the back. Clerk Woodman is to get some quotes with some ideas of how the sign will look. No action taken.
2. A discussion was held regarding Karen Calaguire and the incidents against her. The board has received a letter from both the Itasca County Attorney and the State Auditor’s office stating there will be no charges against her and that they’ve closed their files. In addition to this issue, other questions were asked from the State Auditor regarding our website policy, personal use policy and whether the Chairman ever sold insurance. All questions have been answered. No action taken.
3. A discussion was held regarding getting new gutters at the township garage/fire hall. The board would like Marty to get more quotes. The board decided to table the issue until the next meeting.

4. *Motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Laakso to allow the sale of three cemetery lots in the Protestant Division 1, Block 9 Lot 16. Motion carried unanimously.

5. A discussion was held regarding election judges and how the board would like to see more people from our township participate in this process. Many people might not know how to become an election judge. An ad will be placed in the Scenic Range encouraging citizens to contact the clerk should they be interested in becoming an election judge for future elections. 
*Motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve the list of election judges submitted by Clerk Woodman for the upcoming primary and general election. Motion carried unanimously.
6. Due to the primary election occurring on Tuesday, August 10th, our regular scheduled township meeting will be moved to Monday, August 9, 2010 at 7:00 pm.
*Motion by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to change meeting date to Monday, August 9th, 2010 at 7:00 PM at the Cloverdale Hall. Motion carried unanimously.
