A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Stolp to approve the clerk’s minutes of the last regular meeting. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Stolp and seconded by Ekholm to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Carissa McIlwain was absent therefore no update was given on the Greenway Recreation Board. 
2. Brian Ekholm gave an update on the Town Hall Committee. Approximately 62 people attended the ground breaking ceremony. It was a great event. They received three quotes for the well but the quotes were very different from each other and needs to be re-quoted. Will go over the quotes at the next meeting. Discussed what they should have quoted for the well. There have also been some building permit issues, which are handled by the contractor. The architect will make calls on that. Julie Jacobson is handling the plumbing permit, which needs further information. Discussed the Lake Country Power invoice for new service at the town hall. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to approve the payment for Lake Country Power for $1,668.00. Motion carried unanimously.
Brian also talked about some items that need to go for RFP. The items are as follows: a roll up door in from the of the serving windows in the kitchen (will price for both the framing only and the framing and door together), build out the wall to insert the large two trophy cases, changing stations for the bathrooms and backing for the cupboards. The committee wants approval to get this information to present to the board. Hammerlund is currently bringing samples. Ryhti Construction gave a quote for $21,500 for installing a septic system. Ekholm sustained from the motion. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to accept the proposal to install a new septic system from Ryhti Construction for $21,500. Motion carried unanimously.
The discussion continued and bills for the new town hall will be paid out of the Capital Improvement Fund, unless otherwise noted. 


3.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Steve Howard from Paul Bunyan attended the meeting and he was brought forward first. He came to inform the board that there is a possibility for new broadband/fiber optic services for our area. He said that they have received some funding from IRRRB and the state to bring this service to areas that don’t currently have broadband service. He showed a map of the proposed service area. He was looking for a letter of support from the board and this would help bring that service to the area. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to write a letter of support for Paul Bunyan’s grant application for broadband/fiber optic services in our area. Motion carried unanimously.
2. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to approve the Arrowhead ProCare Membership agreement. Motion carried unanimously.
3. *Motion by Coughlin, seconded by Stolp to approve the Greenway Joint Recreation Association Joint Powers agreement. Motion carried unanimously.

4. A discussion was held on firewood. 
*Motion by Ekhom, seconded by Stolp to purchase firewood from John Rippanen for $95 per cord. Motion carried unanimously.
5. A discussion was held regarding the listing of the Cloverdale Hall and the Crooked lake lot that has been for sale. Want to list the town hall for $59,900 and the Crooked Lake lot for $69,900. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to list both properties with 1st Rangewide Properties and Chairman to sign listing agreements. Motion carried unanimously.
