A motion was made by Ekholm and seconded by Laakso to approve and pay all claims presented to the board for payment. Motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Mr. Pat Coughlin was absent therefore no report was given on the Greenway Recreation Board.
2. After the township purchased Class 5 from Schwartz, Schwartz approached the township regarding purchasing 5,000 yards of sand from the township pit to offset some costs of the township’s Class 5 purchase. 
3. Hawkinson did agree to sell the township 1000 yards of Class 1 at a price of $7.00 per yard. This is the amount approved at the last regular township meeting however the price is lower than the township figured.
4. There was no update or change regarding the vacation of Township Road 611 and Hilltop Road (partial). 
5. Roger Warwas was absent and he and Marty Dusterhoft had not met regarding the stumpage at the cemetery.
6.  No other old business was brought forward for discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Stolp suggested  the board start considering the purchase of a new or used grader to replace the existing grader we have. The grader is over 40 years old and we really need to start looking at other options. Marty Dusterhoft did get a few quotes on used Caterpillar graders ranging from $139,000 to $150,000. The board will need more information on what is available and what are our options. Dusterhoft will continue to look at graders. If something were to come up that required immediate action, the board would have to call a special meeting. 
2. A discussion was held regarding the City of Nashwauk’s fire protection contract payment. The payment will be submitted and no further discussion was held. 

3. *Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to transfer $8,461.00 from the General Fund to the Mining Effects Fund. Motion carried unanimously.
