1. Chris Ismil from IRRRB was asked to speak first. Chris discussed the requirements for the IRRRB grant for the new town hall. He needs to receive all certified payroll reports as well as two forms completed for payment reimbursement. 

2. Carissa McIlwain was absent therefore no update was given on the Greenway Recreation Board. 
3. Brian Ekholm gave an update on the Town Hall Committee. 

a. Bids were discussed for the well, pump and water line. Three bids were received from Mark’s Well and Pump, Fideldy Bro Well Drilling and Bowman. Mark’s Well and Pump satisfied the requirements and was low bidder. 
*Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Stolp to approve Mark’s Well and Pump in the amount of $6,829.25. Motion carried unanimously.
Clerk will notify them they had the accepted bid.

b. Brian said the RFPs from last meeting were not completed yet. 

c. Invoices were discussed regarding construction of the town hall. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to approve Ryhti Construction for $985.00 and Hammerlund request for payment $74,034.90. Motion carried unanimously.
Brian Ekholm also gave a construction report. They are going to be putting in the rafters. Lake Country Power will be coming in on Friday 9/11/15. The septic is completed. He showed the colors chosen for the building (siding, soffits and doors). He will send the colors to the Clerk.

5. *Motion by Ekholm, seconded by Coughlin to transfer $3,000 from general fund to recreation fund. Motion carried unanimously.

6. A discussion was held regarding a purchase agreement for the Crooked Lake Property. The P.A. is a cash sale in the amount of $58,000 and is set to close on September 17, 2015. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Coughlin to approve the sale of the Crooked Lake property in the amount of $58,000 with a closing date of September 17, 2015. Motion carried unanimously.

7. US Steel requested verbiage to be added to the insurance certificate. Trish Voight, the insurance agent, reviewed the request and said it needed board approval. 
*Motion by Stolp, seconded by Ekholm to approve the verbiage as listed in the packet for the insurance certificate sent to US Steel. Motion carried unanimously.

If the contractor has coverage, the new hall will not need to be added at renewal time and can be added at completion time. Clerk will check if contractor has Builder’s Risk insurance.
